COURSE DESCRIPTION (Catalog Description)
GEOL B10 Introduction to Geology - 3 units 
Prerequisites: BC placement into reading level 06 and writing level 06 or successful completion of ACDV B50 or ACDV B61 or equivalent and ENGL B50 or equivalent with a grade of C or better. 

Description: Introduction to the principles of geology with emphasis on the structure and origin of the earth, its present and past landscapes and the processes at work changing its surface. Students requiring lab experience should enroll in GEOL B10L concurrently with GEOL B10. 

Note: At least one Saturday field trip or equivalent optional. Not open to students who have successfully completed GEOL B1A. Hours: 54 lecture C-ID: GEOL 100 

Transferable: CSU, UC, and private colleges; IGETC 5.A; CSU GE B.1; BC GE B.1
COURSE OBJECTIVES (Student Learning Outcomes – SLOs)

1. Understand the rock cycle and describe various geologic environments that form igneous, sedimentary and metamorphic rocks.

2. . Understand basic geologic processes that shape the earth’s surface.

3. Understand the theory of plate tectonics and how various tectonic plate interactions produce geologic

environments and their associated rock types (igneous, sedimentary and metamorphic).

4. Understand and apply the various steps in the scientific method that lead to the “accuracy” of geologic processes explained in lecture and the textbook.

5. Understand the differences between the concept of uniformatarianism and catastrophism and how these concepts relate to origin and age of the earth.

6. Understand the development of the geologic time scale and problems associated with the time scale when

applied to 4.6 billion years of earth history.

7. Understand man’s place in earth’s geologic history and how man has impacted the earth’s spheres.
ATTENDANCE POLICY

In order to perform well on exams and quizzes, students find that regular class attendance is necessary.  Instructional material and discussions will be presented in class that cannot be found in the text.  If you are absent, you must consult with the instructor the FIRST DAY UPON YOUR RETURN to class if you wish the absence to be excused. LECTURE EVALUATION
Class Discussion
Students will participate in various class discussions during lecture.  Written responses to class discussion questions will be recorded on individual 8 ½ X 11 inch notebook paper with student name and date recorded for each lecture session.  At the end of each lecture class, All students will submit their class discussion answers.  If a student forgets to submit their class discussion answer sheet at the end of the lecture, there will be no make-up or credit given for that day.  Class discussion may include calling on individual students by name at random or class activity that enhances lecture material.  

Quizzes

There will be a total of 3 quizzes (1 before each exam) administered throughout the semester (See quiz schedule).  Each quiz will cover the previous week’s material.  For each quiz, students will need to provide their own scantron for multiple-choice answers (Scantron form 882-E).  All quizzes are administered once.  There are no make-up quizzes.  
Exams

There will be 3 one-hour exams and 1 final exam.  See schedule below for dates of exams and final exam.  All exams will consist of a combination of multiple-choice questions, fill-in-the-blank, short answer, and essay question.  Each exam is a closed book and closed note exam.  For each exam, students will need to provide their own scantron (882-E) for multiple-choice answers and essay response.  Exams are administered on Wednesday’s and Thursday’s during the scheduled exam week.  All exams are given once.  If an exam is missed, the student will be expected to make up the exam the day the student returns to class – No Exceptions!!!  Additionally, the make-up exam will not be the same exam previously administered.
Final Exam

The final exam is comprehensive and will consist of multiple choice questions taken from previous lecture exams (Exams 1,2 and 3). However, If a student achieves a 90% or higher average on exams 1, 2 and 3, that student will have the option of NOT taking the final exam.
